Our Assessment

On our courses you will be assessed on your speaking skills using descriptions of language which are
specific to your level. Your teacher will show you these descriptions and you will receive feedback
based on them both in the middle and at the end of your course.

At the end of the course you will receive one of the following grades:
Excellent (You are above the current level)

Good (You have made considerable progress)

Fair (You have made some progress)

Room For Improvement (You are below the current level)

To move to the next level, you will need to demonstrate your ability to communicate consistently at
grade Excellent for your speaking. You should also be able to demonstrate good writing ability.

Improving your grades and moving through the levels depends on the progress you make and can
demonstrate in your speaking and communication skills.

Evaluation

You will be asked to evaluate your own English language abilities and reflect on your learning and
progress. You will be guided with feedback from your teacher about your performance. This is to
help you understand your own language learning style and needs to help you maximise your
progress. You will also be given self- study ideas and learning strategies to help you further progress
towards your English language learning goals.

Feedback

Feedback will focus on three key areas;

e To encourage and guide your development
e Toinform you about errors and misunderstandings.
e To provide solutions to help you with your mistakes.

Correction

Your teacher can indicate that you have made an error and help you understand how to correct it.

Mistakes help us to learn faster and indeed can be our greatest teacher, so don’t be afraid to make
them and learn from them. Having a teacher to help you understand why it is a mistake will speed

up your learning and help you progress further.
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
